Mission
To review requests from members for construction and remodel and improvements of homes, equipment installation, hardscape, walls/fences and landscape to ensure conformance with Architectural guidelines specified in the Eastbluff Homeowners Community Association’s CC&R’s  and policies.
Appointment
The Board of Directors serve as the Architectural Review Committee.
Term

The Board of Directors serves a two-year term.  The Association annually conducts an election as part of “Annual Meeting”.  In odd years, two Directors are selected.  In even years three Directors are selected.
Duties & Responsibilities
1. Review and approve requests from members required under CC&R Article VI Sections 1  to ensure no building, wall or other structure and exterior addition to or change or alteration therein,   including patio covers and antennas, be made until plans and specifications showing the nature, kind, shape, height, and location of the same shall have be submitted to demonstrate writing harmony of external design and location in relation to surrounding structures and topography as specified in Section 3. 
2. Review and approve requests from members required under CC&R Article VI Sections 2 to ensure trees, bushes, shrubs or plants which at maturity and without clipping or pruning shall not exceed the height limitations specified in the CC&R’s to preserve the natural view and esthetic beauty which each lot is intended to enjoy.  

CC&R Article VI Sections 1 through 4 are provided below.

CC&R - ARTICLE VI ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL

Section 1.    Architectural Approval.
No building, wall or other structure shall be commenced, erected or maintained upon the properties, nor shall any exterior addition to or change or alteration therein,   including patio covers and antennas, be made until plans and specifications showing the nature, kind, shape, height, and location of the same shall have be submitted to proved in writing as to harmony of external design and location. in relation to surrounding structures and topography by the Architectural Committee provided for in Section 3 hereof.  In the event said Committee, or it designated representative, fails to approve or disapprove such design and location within thirty ( 30)  days after said plans and specifications have been submitted to it, approval will not be required, and this Article will be deemed to have been fully complied with.

Section 2.   Landscaping Approval.

No trees, bushes, shrubs or plants which at maturity and without clipping or pruning thereof, would exceed the height of the dwelling house on any lot shall be planted

or emplaced until the plans and specifications for the placement of any such trees, bushes, shrubs or plants have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Architectural Committee provided for in Section 3 hereof as to the preservation of the natural view and esthetic beauty which each lot is intended to enjoy.  Said plans as submitted shall show in detail the proposed elevations and locations of said trees, bushes, shrubs or plants, including the location and elevation of same in relation to all other lots subject to these restrictions.  Approval of said plans by the Architectural Committee may be withheld if in the reasonable opinion of the committee the view of any lot would be impeded by the location or such tree, shrub, bush or plant, or in any other manner.
In any event, the Architectural Committee shall have the right to require any member to remove, trim, top or prune any tree, or shrub, which in the reasonable belief of the Architectural Committee impedes or detracts from the view of any lot.

Section 3.     Appointment of Architectural Committee.
The Architectural Committee shall be appointed by the Board of Directors of the Association and shall be composed of three (3) or more representatives who need not be members of the Association.

Section 4. General Provisions

The members of such committee shall not be entitled to any compensation for services performance pursuant to this covenant.
 The powers and duties of such committee shall cease on and after forty (40) years from the date of the recording of this Declaration. (See note 1 below)

Thereafter the approval described in this covenant shall not be required unless, prior to said date and effective, Thereon, a written instrument shall be executed and duly recorded by the then record owners of a majority of the lots appointing a representative or representative who shall thereafter exercise the or representatives who shall thereafter exercise the said powers previously exercised by said committee.  Said representative.  Said representatives may be the members of the Board of Directors of the Association.

Note 1.
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The Association was able to secure such written instrument from 250 lot owners in Eastbluff, exceeding the required 231 majority.  That written instrument was recorded November 10, 2010, extending the “sunset provisions” clause of the CC&R’s through January 12, 2051.
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
